This is a tutorial for using the Smart Edges Blur command

Step 1. Open and image and copy the background to a new layer by dragging the
layer to the new layer icon.

2. On layer 1 select Filter > Blur > Smart Blur. In the resulting dialog box, set the
quality to high, and the mode to Edge Only and then experiment with the radius
and threshold settings until you capture an acceptable amount of edge detail. In
this case the threshold was set at 47 and the radius at 27. Then click OK . The
image will consist of white lines on a black background.

3. Press Control (command)+ | (invert) to invert to black lines on white
background

4. Select the new PS 5.5/6.0 Magic eraser with a tolerance of about 10 and the
. contiguous button not checked and click on the white to eliminate all the white,
A ,' - leaving the black lines.
